Summer week ends and calendars are filled with
parties and impromptu get togethers. Hot da ys signal
cold drinks, including cocktails, beer , coolers and other
alcohol.

The National Violence Against W omen Surv ey found that alcohol is a
prominent factor in wife assault. In one-half of all violent partnerships, the
abuser w as usually drinking.

Alcohol is neither a cause nor ex cuse for violence or abuse. As we know ,
not all abuse in volv es alcohol and not all drinking leads to abuse. Howev er,
research shows the risk of violence is six times greater if a parther consumed
fiv e or more drinks at one time. Y outh are sev entimes more lik elyto engage
in sexual activit y when drinking isin  volv ed.

“Alcohol interfers with our perception of realit y and our abilit y to mak e
good decisions, " said Gennette P arn, F TP’s Violence Prev ention Coordinator

Teens need to know that if their date is drunk or stoned when he/she sa ys
“y es” to sex, his/her judgment can be impaired. They ma y regret sa ying
“y es” when they sober up , she added. In fact, most reported r apes and
sexual assaults happen when one or both of the people ha ve been drinking.

When parents see drinking and fun glamoriz ed in the media, parents should
seiz e the opportunit  yto

talk to their teens and
help them think about
the risks in volved with
mixing alcohol and fun.
Talk with them about
ways to ha ve fun and
stay safe this summer
